Frontal Lobe “Brain Memory” Card Game

Activity Instructions

This game is a typical game of “Memory” using brain-related images.  Included is a pdf file printout of 32 total cards (print double-sided).  This game is meant to illustrate one of the many functions of the frontal lobe: memory.


Divide the class into small groups, and give each group a set of cards.  Tell them to shuffle the cards well, and then lay all of the cards out with the pictures face down (“Brain Memory” Logo should be face up), organized into 4 rows (with 8 cards in each row).  Instruct them that they will take turns flipping over any two cards at a time.  If the two cards selected match, that player gets to remove the cards from the game and keep it for their own personal pile.  If the cards do not match, the player must turn the cards back over.  The object of the game is to end up with the most matching pairs at the end.  


After the game, discuss with students what memory is, and how this game illustrates the concept of memory.  Also, discuss that the frontal lobe is important for memory.
