Occipital Lobe “Brain Word Search” 

Activity Instructions


The purpose of this activity is to demonstrate the major function of the occipital lobe: vision.  Vision is important in this activity because students will need to look for specific words in this word search puzzle.  



Pass out the word search worksheets to students.  Instruct them that the words they will be looking for are the names of the brain structures that they learned in the previous unit on the structures of the brain.  These words include: right hemisphere, left hemisphere, corpus callosum, sulci, gyri, cerebellum, lobes, frontal, temporal, occipital, and parietal.  Words in this word search are only written in the forward sense, and also can only be found in the vertical and horizontal directions (no diagonal words).  An answer key is also provided.


After students are finished completing the word search, discuss that not only eyes are important for sight and vision, but also the occipital lobe is important for seeing.  Even with perfect eyes, somebody who has a damaged occipital lobe would have damage to vision!
