Parietal Lobe “Your Brain Says” 

Activity Instructions


This is a typical game of “Simon Says” meant to illustrate the concept of attention and to teach students that one major function of the parietal lobe is maintaining attention.  


Have your students stand up and spread out across the room.  Instruct students to follow any orders that you give if you first say the words “Your brain says”.  If you do not say the phrase, “Your brain says” before a command, students should not follow that command.  Students who follow the command even if you do not say the phrase “Your brain says” are out of the game.  For example, if you say, “Your brain says to clap your hands,” students should follow the directions and clap their hands.  But, if you only say, “Clap your hands,” students should not clap their hands but instead stand still until the next command is given.  Continue playing until there is only one student left.


Before playing, remind students that in order to be a good player in this game, they need to pay attention!  After playing, discuss with students that the parietal lobe is the part of the brain that is important for attention.
