“Temporal Lobe Musical Chairs” 

Activity Instructions


This game is a typical game of musical chairs, meant to illustrate the major function of the temporal lobe: hearing.  


Instruct all students to grab one chair and bring it into the center of the classroom.  Make sure to remove one chair, and arrange the chairs so that they are in a circle, with the backs of the chairs facing each other.  Tell the students to stand in a circle around the chairs.  Instruct them to move in a circle around the chairs whenever they hear music being played, and to find any available seat as quickly as possible once they hear that the music has stopped.  The person who does not find a seat and is left standing after the music stopped is eliminated.  After each round, make sure to remove one chair, and continue playing until there is only one chair left.  The winner is the last person sitting.


For this game of musical chairs, you can use any type of music, however to go along with the “brain” theme, you can use “The Lobes of My Brain” song which is included in the CD provided.
